TIMETABLE TRIAL

This term we are trialling a new timetable. This is based on research to provide more
frequent movement breaks for children to get outside, move about and socialise. Our trial
timetable has a greater number of shorter breaks throughout the day. There are three
breaks for children to eat to refuel. Our Grab and go breaks in the morning have children
in Y3 - 8 taking some food with them on the go and the YO - 2 children having a structured
time in class to eat before moving outside. All children have an allocated time at the end
of the lunch break where they are sitting and eating.
Our timetable for term three will be:
8.30am - Children able to enter classrooms
8.50am - 5 minutes before learning starts
8.55am - Learning session one
9.55am - Grab and go break
10.15am - Learning Session two
11.15am - Grab and go break
11.35am - Learning Session three
12.30pm - Lunch break - play then eat
1.05pm - Learning session four
2.00pm - Little play

e 210pm - Learning Session five
e 3.00pm - School finishes

As always, with anything new, there will be trade offs, we have discussed some, I'm sure
we will find a few more as we give this a go. We ask our dkonga to have a growth
mindset, so as adults we go into this with a positive approach. The initial feedback from
kaiako and tamariki is that they like the regular movement and time outside, there is
greater focus by the dkonga in the shorter learning blocks.
